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CSS Assignment

Download the ZIP file from the schedule. Inside it you will find a folder with 3 web pages. Upload this entire folder to your public_html/cisw300/ folder on the power server. 

Create a single CSS file that recreates one of the following two designs (see below). You may modify the colors and use your own images, but the basics of the design must be there. And the design must be applied to all 3 files in the folder. (There should be ONLY ONE CSS file!)

· You may not use any inline attributes like this:

· The only inline style attribute allowed is a class attribute.

· You may not use tables. The design must be done using CSS alone.

· You cannot eliminate content -- all of it must be used. 

· You can move the various tags on the page around to reorganize the page, but you can not change the tags (don't change the h1 to a h3 or the cite tags to paragraph tags.) The only thing I ended up moving in both of these designs was the menu block (I moved it down below the main header) -- so if you find yourself doing a lot of reorganizing, you might want to rethink your concept.

· Limit the number of tags you add to the page. I manage to do both of these designs by adding a handful of DIV tags and span tags.

· The layout MUST WORK in both IE and FIREFOX. Get them to look as close as possible in both browsers. Use Firefox to help you debug your CSS. The hardest part will be getting the various elements to center align properly in both browsers. Firefox does it one way; IE does it another way.

· Both designs require graphics for the backgrounds. I'm not providing the graphics so you will have to create them. I give you some hints in the options below to indicate how large my graphics are. Your graphics DO NOT have to look like mine. Maintain the same concept but you are welcome to change the color scheme. You don't have to use the blue water image or a rose bouquet. But there must be some sort of color scheme to the images you choose. 

· The 3 links are already working properly. The link titled MAIN HOME should go back to your INDEX page on the Power Server. There should also be a link on the Power Server going to this assignment (page1).

Style Option 1: This is a vertical layout of the elements. I went with dark colors for this. My main colors came from that middle image (it's an underwater plant of some sort). Everything else is based on this blue, dark blue, and dark gray scheme. The blue bar with the company name on it is a background image (using a gradient) (800 x 150). The water-plant image is also inserted as a background image (800 x 150). The largest section is the white area in the middle -- that is where the main body of the text goes (I'm only showing 2 small paragraphs here).
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You can view the CSS file by removing 'page1.html' from the url and adding 'versioni.css' to
the url instead.
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Style Option 2: This is a left menu bar layout. My color scheme came from the picture of the roses. The rose image, green area, rose-colored square, curved lines, etc is all one large background image (800 x 400). It ends in a faded gradient moving downward, and blends into the background color of the entire page. The two red lines above and below the work cited area are actual image tags (they're single pixels that were given a height and width).  I had to do some absolute positioning on this one to get everything to stay in place.
