Group Web Project

This assignment will be worth a substantial portion of your grade—remember this is a group project and you will be graded not only on the final product but also on how you worked as a group. 

There should be 2-4 people in your group. Your assignment is to pick one of the web pages on my site and redo it (ROME, CHINA, CELTS, EGYPT).

You must use all the text content present on the original web page. You may add more if you feel it is necessary, but keep it in line with the rest of the content. I provided some pictures—but please add as many as your page requires.

Directions:

1. Storyboard the project. I’ll ask to see the storyboard as the semester progresses.

2. You’ll receive a Group Account on the School Server and will upload the project there rather than at your individual accounts.

3. Create your own visual concept—this will include navigational buttons, backgrounds, images, and styles that will tie all the pages in together.

I won't be grading you on the number of pages you create, but rather on the whole site itself. These are the elements that I will be looking for:

· Good Organization

· Easy Navigation

· Cohesiveness of Content

· CSS

· Proper XHTML compliance

· Original Graphics (may consist of buttons or images)

· Complexity of code –such as use of DHTML, Javascript, Tables, etc.

Grading scale will be as follows:

5 points -- Group Involvement. You will be required to post to your bulletin board whenever you make a change to the project. The posts can be short, but you need to inform your group of the changes or updates you’ve made to your portion of the project. Even it is just to tell your group members ‘I fixed the links on page 2’.  A person who does not fully participate in the project won’t receive these points.

10 points – Design. This isn’t just ‘art’ but also how well the project is organized and how easy it is to navigate. I’ll also be looking at whether or not you used CSS so that the project would be easy to alter or change.

15 points – Coding. This deals specifically with how well the project was coded. Do you have any errors in your HTML coding? Do all the links work? Are your pages XHTML compliant? Did you include all your ‘alt’ tags?

30 points total. 

Firing Team Members: Obviously in a group project you are relying on other students for part of your grade. Keep in mind that things happen. You can have 4 people in your group. If you start with 4 you may end up with only 3 or 2 people in the end -- people drop classes (often without informing anyone). Take that into consideration when you are forming your groups and picking team members. I suggest you keep an eye on who regularly attends class. Getting into a group with someone who sporadically shows up to class probably isn't a very good idea.

 If you have team member that suddenly stops communicating with the rest of the group (doesn't come to class, won't answer emails, won't post to the bulletin board), drop him or her immediately from your group, and divide that person's portion amongst the rest of the team.  Each group will be given a bulletin board to communicate -- if someone doesn't respond to the group's messages, they probably won't do the work assigned them either.

If you intend to drop a team member (should be a group decision), inform both me and the person you are dropping immediately.

If you are the person who was dropped from a team, you must come speak with me about an alternative solution.
